Talking Points Expectations:
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*Talking Points will be due every Tuesday, or the second day of the school week. They will contain 1 week worth of information.

*These are (at least) 3 points to discuss with me about your novel thus far. 

*They are to be kept in your Reading Journal, dated with page numbers.

*They should give me information about the characters, their traits, what they are learning and how they are changing.

*Let me know if the setting has changed since we last met (both time and place).

*How is the plot moving forward? What developments have been happening in the novel?

*These points can be written in a bulleted list or in a paragraph format. Whatever is easier for you to recall. 

*Illustrations are not required, but can be used to jog your memory of setting or events.

*You will have 3 minutes to discuss your Talking Points, so I encourage you to rehearse with a family member ahead of time.

*Castor has forgiven David for lying to him. I think he realizes that David was doing it to protect Castor from the truth about the garden.
*We find out more about the mysteries the garden holds- Castor finds ruby and emerald petals on the flowers.

*A funny scene in these chapters was when Annabel thought the ivy was moving on the wall and she tried telling her mom about it- her mom thinks she’s going CRAZY!
*I think Castor will discover where the hidden door is in the next couple of chapters.
